(Rev. Kim) The Lord be with you.

(People) And also with you.

(Rev. Kim) Lift up your hearts.

(People) We lift them up to the Lord.




(Rev. Kim) Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
(People) It is right to give our thanks and praise.

(Rev. Kim) It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to
you, Almighty God, creator of heaven and earth. You created light out of darkness and
brought forth life on the earth. You formed us in your image and breathed into us the
breath of life. When we turned away, and our love failed, your love remained steadfast.
You delivered us from captivity, made covenant to be our sovereign God, and spoke to us
through your prophets.

(Rev. Devine) In the fullness of time you gave your only Son Jesus Christ to be our Savior,
and at his birth the angels sang glory to you in the highest and peace to your people on
earth.

As in the poverty of a stable Jesus was born,
so by the baptism of his suffering, death, and resurrection you gave birth to your Church,
delivered us from slavery to sin and death, and made with us a new covenant by water and
the Spirit.

(Rev. Devine) As your Word became flesh, born of woman, on that night long ago, so, on
the night in which he gave himself up for us, he took bread, gave thanks to you, broke the
bread, gave it to his disciples, and said: "Take, eat; this is my body which is given for you.
Do this in remembrance of me."
